Fr. Provincial





Dear Confreres,





Our community of initial formation in Orange receives new leadership this month.  Fr. Thomas Ruekert assumes the role of Director while Fr. John Nazzaro takes up the tasks of CYM and Dean of the Sons of Mary.





Constitution 104 describes the guides in initial formation as “men of faith and sufficient pastoral experience, capable of a living communication of the salesian ideal, and of genuine dialogue with the young confreres.”  Although Tom and John are humble enough to shun such a self-identification, I believe they aptly fit the bill!





The Ratio makes clear that it is the responsibility of the Provincial to see that formation personnel are suitably trained to carry out their work.  With this in mind, I have arranged for Tom and John to spend much of the months of July and August in immediate preparation for the work of initial formation.





They began on July 4th with an all day program held at the Provincial Residence in New Rochelle.  In a first session, I reflected with them on the general principles of Salesian formation as presented in Chapter 8 of our Salesian Rule of Life.  In a second session, we considered the candidates and young confreres expected in Orange for this coming year, as well as aspects of accompaniment necessary in the face of vocational fragility experienced today.








After lunch, Fr. Gus Baek led them through an overview of both the Candidacy and Prenovitiate Programs, examining the objectives of each stage as found in the Province Formation Directory, as well as the various practical components of the programs as delineated in the Province Formation Plan.  I followed with a similar overview of the Postnovitiate Program, drawing attention to its unique challenges and opportunities.





The day concluded with dinner with Fr. Mark Hyde and Fr. Javier Aracil.  In an informal way, these members of the Formation Team of the Novitiate were able to share a few reflections from their experience in the work of initial formation.





More preparation will follow over the coming weeks.  Tom will attend a workshop at Catholic Theological Union in Chicago from July 12th-16th for training in the behavioral assessment of candidates and for reflection upon ethical issues in formation work.  And from July 26th-August 6th, both Tom and John will take courses at Boston College.  While Tom takes a course that deals with mentoring a new generation, John will attend a course that reflects on the implications of living a life of Christian discipleship as a vocational response to God’s grace.





In addition, in late July Fr. Eric Wyckoff will meet with Tom to help orient him to specific aspects of the Director’s role at Orange.  In August, Fr. Steve Shafran will meet with both Tom and John to reflect with them on the Ratio.  And finally, from August 22nd-24th, Tom and John will meet with the other members of the Formation Team of Orange to finalize plans for the coming year.
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I thank these two brothers of ours for taking up their new and important work with openness, generosity and dedication.  I invite all of us to remember them in our prayers as they spend this summer in preparation.  And I also encourage all of us, “in the varied activities of our Salesian mission” this summer, “to assist the young in discovering the Divine call in their lives.”

     During the summer months, the big activity for our parish revolves around our Youth Ministry program.  Each Wednesday our young people gather with youth of other parishes on Clearwater Beach for a program called BIBLE ON THE BEACH.  One of the team presents a program based on the bible, which is interactive with the participants.  There is of course lots of socializing and recreation, swimming, games or just talking.  They not only appreciate the bible but also get acquainted with other young people of the dioceses.  On the way home they stop for food.

Salvo D’Acquisto





     Salvo was born in Naples, Italy on October 17, 1920. He was the oldest of five children, grew up in a loving family and soon came into contact with the Salesian spirit with the FMA’s and then the SDB’s. His own family and the Salesian atmosphere are the two elements that formed in young Salvo a character that was soon mature and ready for sacrifice.


     In 1939 he joined the State Police Force (Carabinieri), combining his love for God and his concern for his neighbor with the traditional qualities of the policeman. 


     On September 23, 1943 at the gates of Rome, he made the mature decision to offer his life in order to save 22 hostages, who had already begun to dig their own graves. They were to be shot as a reprisal by the Germans. Young Salvo became a hero because of his education that emphasized the great values of duty and sacrifice. We are not simply what we are, but what we are called upon to become.
